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The Past Year

2010 was a year of good and not-as-good economic news in Midwest City and Eastern Oklahoma County.
First, the good news: Especially, in Midwest City, retail sales were up by more than $28 million, or
approximately 3.8%, according to data from the Oklahoma Tax Commission's monthly reports for 2010. (SEE
PAGE 11).

Next, the not-as-good-news: Both commercial and residential construction permits were down in 2010. The
value of commercial permits in 2010 was $14,052,174 or approximately 40% less than 2009. The value of
residential permits in 2010 was $22,401,440, or approximately 23% lower than 2009. However, Midwest City
and Eastern Oklahoma County continue to reflect stability in the housing market when compared with other
regions of the nation, especially the costal markets.

Oklahoma's largest single-site employer, Tinker AFB, continued to hire workers. Indications are that various
units on the base hired well in excess of 1,000 employees in FY 2010. The demand for skilled workers in
various segments of the defense contractor/private sector aerospace marketplace was strong in 2010.

2011 and Beyond

The sluggish recovery of the national economy will continue to exert a "dragging" influence on the local
economy. However, the announcement that Boeing is bringing over 500 new, high-paying engineering jobs to
the Tinker area will help mitigate the negative impacts of a sluggish national economy. The Oklahoma City Air
Logistics Center has projected that it will hire more than 1,600 new personnel over the next two fiscal years.
This will also add dollars to the local economy.

There will likely be a "push-me-pull-you" effect in the home construction and residential real estate markets. It
remains to be seen how many future home buyers were taken out of the 2011 market place by the federal
government's new home owner incentives in 2010. The impact of those incentives could hold the housing
recovery at bay for several months.

However, transferring Boeing employees and new hires at Tinker should help make up for some of the market
that was bought up by the homeowner stimulus program. Additional demand will build in the local housing
market if fuel prices continue to rise. There are hundreds of long-distance commuters employed at Tinker AFB
and at government contractors/defense contractors in the area. High fuel prices may convince some to relocate
locally.

The opening of the Air Depot Gate at Tinker AFB in early 2011 will help re-establish customer traffic along Air
Depot Blvd, Establishing this gate as the new Main Gate will allow Air Depot Blvd. to be more easily accessible
to Tinker personnel for longer hours than at any time over the past several years.

Anticipated new shopping venues in Town Center and the opening of a new Wal-Mart Neighborhood Market at
Midwest Blvd and E Reno will add additional strength to the areas retail sales.

The forecast for 2011 and beyond: Economic stability with a strong potential for growth.
Proactive, pro-growth leadership will continue to be a decisive force in continuing the economic growth
of Midwest City and Eastern Oklahoma County. This report documents the assets and the

opportunities that continue to provide the area's government officials and business leaders with the
ability to promote extensive economic expansion for the foreseeable future and beyond.
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Tinker AFB's Influence on EOC Economy

The overall financial and employment impact of Tinker AFB supports and stabilizes the Eastern Oklahoma
County economy, even during times of national economic turbulence. No other economic segment or
employer influences the Eastern Oklahoma County economy to the extent of Tinker AFB. Long term trends
in the MRO (Maintenance, Repair and Overhaul) of military aircraft indicate that Tinker will continue to
support a stable and strong Eastern Oklahoma County economy for the next three to five years.

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New Hangars for Tinker

Construction continues on a 164,000 square foot hangar for the Oklahoma City Air Logistics Center. It will hold
up to four KC-135 aircraft and is scheduled to be finished in 2012. Unofficial information indicates that these
hangars will also accommodate the new KC-X Tanker airframe. The Air Force is presently reviewing proposals
from the European Air Defense Systems and Boeing for the replacement for the Eisenhower era KC-135
Tanker that currently receives depot level maintenance at the Oklahoma City Air Logistics Center at Tinker
AFB. An award announcement for the KC-X Tanker is anticipated soon.
